General and information instructions regarding programme, subjects, discipline,
examinations, add-on and value-added courses, cultural activities and festivals, NSS,
NCC, DLLE, counselling centre, gymkhana were provided during sessions.

Mentoring sessions were conducted by the class mentors on the following topics:

2. IQAC organised an orientation session on NEP for teaching staff of our college,
KKCE and few other colleges on 24th February 2023. Resource person for this

AQAR report (2021-22) was submitted successfully on 23 December 2022.
Academic Audit was conducted on 20.3.23.

Regular Teacher feedback, curriculum feedback were taken by the IQAC.
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IQAC successfully completed CAS files of Dr. Anupama Nerurkar, Dr. Parita Desai
and Dr. Gordhan Devnani.

An International Project with the University of Sussex was collaborated. Itisa48 hours
certification program on writing skills and their therapeutic aspects through creative
writing and drama. The sessions include enhancement of English-Speaking skills,
Exchange of ideas, and Trauma informed pedagogies. Students are taught how to deal
with and teach autistic, dyslexic and other neurodivergent students and orphans. Field
visits to orphanages is in progress. It works towards self-advocacy and advocacy of
underprivileged people. These skills are useful in professional fields such as law, policy
analysis, research and psychology. The teacher — student ratio in this project is 1:10.
These sessions are conducted by specialized faculty from the University of Sussex.
This is an emerging field, one of its kind. The Project has been covered on the social
media handles and the website of the University of Sussex, and of our college as well.

An MOU was signed between R D National College and Raheja college for academic
collaborations that included, shared workshops, conferences, research papers, faculty
exchange programme, etc. Faculty exchange programmes were planned for the
Departments of Psychology, Economics, and History. In the present year, the faculty
exchange program was started between the Psychology departments of both the
colleges. In the lieu of this program, Dr. Meghna Basu Thakur, Head of Psychology
department, R D National college, and Ms. Neha Dalal, Sr. Person of Department of

Psychology, of Raheja College, taught the students of partner colleges. The program
was from 16% to 24" Feb 2023. In the following year, the Departments of History and

Economics will also start the faculty exchange programme.

The 2™ L.S. Raheja Memorial Lecture on the Relevance of Classroom Teaching and
Curriculum Design in the Technology Era was held on 15" April. Dr. Shankar S
Mantha, Former Chairman, AICTE, Expert in Artificial Intelligence and Robotics, was

the speaker.
